Pussy Willows are Wearing

Those Fur Coats for a Good Reason

On the way home from Jeffersonville on Saturday,
despite all the ice covered branches
we could see some furry little
Pussy Willows along the way. The
closer we go to Grahamsville, the
more apparent it became that the
local Pussy Willows are showing
off their furry little coats.

This furry little coat is a catkin,
or a tightly bunched arrangement
of stamens or carpels. is fur
coat will help keep the developing
{gpmductwc parts of the Pussy

illow warm through  early
spring. When the sun shines, the
temperature of the center of the

The willow
flowers are fully "open”
when the yellow pollen-
bearing anthers begin to
protrude and the stigmas
are visible.

Until last week all
the Pussy Willows (Salix
discolor, a member of the
willow  family, the
Salicaceae) that | had
seen still had their hard
exterior, a bud scale, the
protective covering for
the voung leaves and
flowers inside the bud.

catkins have bloomed.

Pussy Willows are dioecious, meaning they
have male and female reproductive organs in sepa-
rate individual plants. They are protandrous, hav-
ing the male reproductive organs come to maturity
before the female, that means the buds, or
“catkins,” on the male pussy willow trees usually
appear earlier than those on the female plants. Chances
are that if you encounter a stand of pussy willows in late
winter or very early spring, it's the male catkins that you
are seeimng.

The catkins of males yield numerous tiny staminate
flowers typically consisting of a pollen-containing
anther and a filament, later in spring.  The female
catkins will bear pistillate flowers, comprised of the stig-
ma, style, and ovary.

Pussy Willow 1s highly variable in its identifying
characteristics. Typically it grows as a shrub or sma
tree that may reach heights up to 30 feet. Willows, in
general, grow rapidly and produce extensive root sys-
tems. Pussy Willow trunks may be single or clustered
with stout ascending branches and branchlets. Bark is
slightly fissured and ridged. First-year pussy willow
twigs are hairy but become glabrous or smooth with age.
Pussy Willow leaves are deciduous meaning thcg shed
their leaves annually. The leaves are simple, and alter-
nate. Leaf shape varies from oblong to elliptic, and
blades are typically 2 to 5 times as long as they are wide.

Pussy Willow trees are native to wetlands in the
Catskills. They regenerate asexually by sprouting and
sexually through seed production and germination.
Pussy Willow flowers are insect and wind pollinated as
the small willow seeds are easily dispersed by wind.

How many of us remember seeing a large vase over-
flowing with pussy willow branches sitting on the din-
ing room table - a sure sign of spnag. In fact, even fo
this day, picking a bunch of Pussy Willows is certainly
a rite of spring  even though, we too have still been
wearing our "winter coats'!

Tunnel Boring Machine for Delaware
Aqueduct Repair to be Named for
Trailblazing Engineer (From Pg. 3)

An Ohio company has rccl::ntlf.r completed the
manufacture and testing of a $30 million tunnel boring
machine that will be used to repair New York City's
Delaware Aqueduct, the world's longest tunnel, DEP
will name the massive machine after Nora Stanton
Blatch Deforest Barney, noted suffragist and the first
woman in the United States to earn a civil en%:'neen’n
degree. Nora, who worked as a draftsman on the City's
first reservoir and aqueduct in the Catskill Mountains,
was also the first female member of the American
Sﬂci-:_Pf of Civil Engineers. .

“The month of March is set aside each year to
celebrate the extraordinary achievements and con-
tributions of women in our country,” DEP Acting
Commissioner Vincent Sapienza said. “Nora
Stanton Blatch Barney was a talented engineer,
architect and mathematician who paved the way for
other women to employ their talents in these fields.
While she worked on the City's landmark water
supply facilities in the Catskills, Nora also led the
fight for women's rights at the vntlnﬁ booth and in
the workplace, Her achievements will provide con-
siderable inspiration as we forze ahead with the
largest repair in the history of New York City's
water Suptlzly_“ o

“Grandma's success in life is not spontaneous
combustion,” said Coline Jenkins, Nora's grand-
daughter. “As a child, she learned from Elizabeth
Cady Stanton, her grandmother, guide and philoso-
pher. Nora learned the facts of life and the history
of women and her long sub_Lulgatmn. [Later Nora
became the embodiment of Elizabeth's vision of
women by gaining access to higher education and
professions, long denied to women. We're happy
that New York City is recognizing Nora's important
contributions by putting her name at the head of this
impressive tunneling machine. There 1s great sym-
bolism in this - Nora will be pushing forward and
breaking ground, as she did in life.” .

MNora's dauﬁhtﬂr, Rhoada Barney Jenkins, also
reflected on her mother's contributions. “She
always believed in pushing,” she said. “You don't
question a hurricane.”

“It's important to take time to appreciate the
individuals, values and grit that shaped our public
infrastructure,” said Eric Jenkins-Sahlin, Nora's
great grandson. “Naming this uniquely advanced
tunnel boring machine after Nora is a fun celebra-
tion of a visionary who worked tirelessly towards a
brighter future, both technically and socially. I will

nev;rltak-: a sip of New York tap water for granted
again!”
° “Cornell Engineering has been producing amaz-
ing female engineers since our EE inning,” said
Lance R. Collins, the Joseph Silbert Dean of
Engineering at Cornell University. It is therefore
fitting that the tunnel boring machine for the
Delaware Aqueduct be named after Nora Stanton
Blatch Barney, C.E 1905, as it represents her
courage and her can-do attitude, at a time when
women had not been given access to those roles.”
“As the first woman to earn junior member status
in the American Society of Civil Engineers and
now a fellow in the Society, Nora Stanton Blatch
embodies ASCE's vision to ﬁuild a better quality of
life, as will the tunnel boring machine that now
bears her name,” said Norma Jean Mattel, PE.,
Ph.D.. President of the American Society of Civil
Engineers. “It is fitting that this innovative,
ﬁmundbreaking machine that will improve the
ew York City water supply system be named after
a problem solver like Nora, as this is the type of
work she advocated for and pursued in her-at the
time-unconventional career.”

Nora attended Cornell University and earned a
bachelor's degree in civil cnﬁinccring in 1905, She
was the first woman 1n the United States to earn a
college degree in civil engineering. That year, she
also became first woman to gain membership in the
Amernican Society of Civil Engineers, as a jumior
member. After she graduated from Comell, Nora
worked as an engineer and draftsman for the
American Bridge Company, Radley 5Steel
Construction Company, and the New York Public
Service Commission. Later in life she became a
developer and architect on Long Island and in
Greenwich, Connecticut.

From 1906-1908, Nora worked as a draftsman
for the New York Citji; Board of Water Supply,
which was developing the first parts of the Catskill
Water Supply System. She was paid $1.200 per
vear for her work - the highest salary for draftsmen
at the project. All the others fulfilling that job were
men. Little exact information is known about Nora's
work on water supply infrastructure in the Catskills.
But a 1908 story from The New York Times said she
had “done much difficult work on dams and weirs”
for the project - an explanation that would suggest she
drafted some of the infrastructure for Ashokan
Reservoir and the headworks of the Catskill
Aqueduct.

Nora was also noted for her work in the women's
rights movement. Her involvement was something of
an heirloom passed down }lgy her grandmother and
mother, Her grandmother, Elizabeth Cady Stanton,
authored the “Declaration of Sentiments” that was
presented at the Seneca Falls Convention of 1848,
marking the start of an organized push for women's
rights and women's suffrage in the United States.

ora's mother, Harriot Stanton Blatch, was also a
noted suffragist who injected new energy by broaden-
ing the movement to include working-class women in
New York City, and ﬂrgax;izin[g ades up Fifth
Avenue, protests at Carnegie Hall, and lo b}’lng
efforts at the State Capitol in Albany. Nora continue
in that tradition. She founded a suffrage club at
Cornell, became president of the Women's Political
Union in 1915, and led the charge for an Equal Rights
Amendment to the U.S. Constitution that would have

uaranteed women equal rights in the workplace.

he amendment was not ratified, but it has been
debated in Congress almost every year since it was
imtroduced, including as recently as 20135.

to repair the Delaware Aqueduct. The Robbins
Company, based in Ohio, recently completed the
manufacture and testing of the TBEM. The
machine will be dismantled and shipped in
R;e-:es to DEP's construction site in Newburgh,

Y, beginning this month. All parts of the TBM
are expected to arrive by early summer.

The TBM is an integral part of DEP's pro-
ram to fix two leaks in the 85-mile-long
elaware Aqueduct. The largest of the two leaks

is located along the western banks of the Hudson
River in Newburgh. The TBM will be used 1o
build a 14-foot diameter bypass tunnel alongside
this section of the aqueduct. The 2.5-mile bypass
will be constructed 600 feet below the Hudson
River, between Newburgh and Wappinger.

Broadband Program - Round Il
Targets All Remaining
Communities Across the State that

Currently Lack Broadband Access

Governor Andrew M. Cuomo today launched
the Request for Proposals for Round 111 of the New
NY Broadband Program, the final round of funding
to secure access to high-speed internet for all New
Yorkers by the end of 2018, Round III targets all
remaining unserved areas across the state, seeking
to provide access to high-speed broadband to even
the most rural Upstate communities.

“High-speed internet is essential for connectin
our communities and ensuring that all of New ‘furE
can compete in the %Ilnl:ral economy,” Governor
Cuomo said. “With this third round of the NY
Broadband Program, we are helping to ensure high
speed internet access in every corner of this state,
empowering New Yorkers no matter where 1n the
Empire State the])r call home and truly achieving
Broadband for all.”

New NY Broadband Program award recipients
will be selected through a “reverse-auction”™
methodology, which prioritizes bidders seeking the
lowest amount of state investment per new location
served. Each RFP issued by the Broadband
Program Office has contained refinements and
enhancements that have enabled the BPO to design
an innovative auction process across the state, pre-
serving state funds and driving robust, cost-effec-
tive broadband deployments. Through the cumula-
tive process of these three RFPs, the state seeks to
aﬁhiew its ultimate goal of broadband access for
all.

The Broadband Program Office has made
Round IIT RFP guidelines available and will begin
acccl,{gtlng applications for broadband funding on
the Consolidated Funding Application portal start-
ing on June 6, 2017, and applications must be sub-
mitted by August 15, 2017. The New NY
Broadband Procram sets as a requirement for serv-
ice a goal of 100 Mbps download speeds, with 25
Mbps acceptable in the most remote and rural
areas.

Round ITT will consist of two separate, simulta-
neous auction processes, which together will target
all remaining unserved and underserved areas in
the state. The majority of the locations in Round 111
will be addressed through the “New York
Auction,” which 15 modeled after the two previous
rounds and will consist solely of state funding.
Additionally, the “New York CAF Auction,” will
focus on the remaining areas, which are eligible for
$170 million in Connect America Funds (CAF)
recently allocated to New York State by the Federal
Communications Commission {FC{ZL.

A significant enhancement to the Round III
RFP is the inclusion of this federal matching fund
- allowing eligible areas to complete broadband
projects with both state and federal capital. Federal
CAF funding will help to facilitate the Program's
goal in those areas, providing additional resources
neces to accomplish broadband for all.

The KFP launch comes on the heels of the New
NY Broadband Round IT awards, which are driving
$268 million in public-private investment and sup-
porting more than 50 projects that will reach
approximately 89 500 homes and institutions in
unserved and underserved communities. The
Round Il awards, along with Upstate broadband
buildouts and upgrades by New York State, will
ensure that 98 percent of New Yorkers have access
to the high-speed broadband required to succeed in
a modern economy,

A he New NY B nd Program
Recogmzing the importance of br and infra-
structure and building on prior State investments in
broadband deployment, Governor Andrew M.
Cuomo in 2015, with legislative support, estab-
lished the 3500 million New WY Broadband
Program. The Program provides New York State
grant funding to support projects that deliver high-

The new tunnel will be driven by the TBM and
more than 100 workers at the site. The TBM 15 a
massive and unique piece of equipment, The entire
machine - including its cutter head, body and trail-
ing gear - 15 more than 470 feet long and weighs
E.% million pounds. Its cutter head 1s 21.6 feet in
diameter. The TBM was built to withstand 30 bar
of pressure - believed to be the most of any TBM
ever manufactured. (That's about 11 times the
amount of pressure from a garden hose. )

The machine needs to withstand that much
pressure because workers encountered huge
inflows of water under immense head pressure
when the aqueduct was first built more than 70
years ago. The TBM is also equipped with dewa-
tering equipment to pum %fgjﬂ gallons per
minute away from the tunnel as the machine drives
it. In addition, the machine is outfitted with -:qty'ﬁ-
ment to install and grout the concrete lining of the
tunnel, and to convey pulverized rock to a system
of railroad cars that will follow the TBM as it

ushes forward.

epairing and Monitoring Leaks in the
Delaware Aqueduct

DEP has monitored the two portions of the
aqueduct with leaks - one in the Orange County
town of Newburgh, and the other in the Ulster
County town of Wawarsing - since the 1990s. The
leaks release an estimated 20 million gallons per
day, about 95 percent of that escaping the tunnel
through the leak in Newburgh. DEP has continu-
ously tested and monitored the leaks by using dye,
backflow, and hydrostatic tests, and hourly flow

monitors provide near real-time data on the location
and volume of the leaks. In 2003, 2009 and 2014, DEP
used an Autonomous Underwater Vehicle (AUV) - a
cutting-edge, self-propelled submarine-shaped vehicle
built 1n partnership with engineers at Woods Hole
Oceanographic Institution in Massachusetts - to con-
duct a detailed survey of the entire 45-mile length of
tunnel between Rondout Reservoir and West Branch
Reservoir. The AUV took 360-degree photographs
while gathering sonar, velocity, and pressure data to
assist in determining the location, size and characteris-
tics of the leaks. All the data gathered thus far clearly
show that the rate of water leaking from the tunnel has
remained constant and the cracks have not worsened
since DEP began monitoring them in 1992,

[n 2010, the City announced a plan to address the
leaks by building the bypass tunnel around the portion
of the aqueduct in Newburgh, and also grouting closed
the smaller leaks in Wawarsing. The project began with
the excavation of two vertical shafts in Newburgh and
Walfgtplnéer to gain access to the subsurface. These
shafts, 845 and 675 feet deep respectively, were com-
pleted last year. Workers are currently building an
underg}ﬂund chamber at the bottom of the Newburgh
shaft. The chamber - about 40 feet high, 40 feet wide
and 100 feet long - will serve as a staging area for the
tunnel boring machine and the spot from which exca-
vated rock 1s brought to the surface ?"a crane. The tun-
nel boring machine is expected to drive about 50 feet
of the tunnel each day.

The existing Delaware Aqueduct will stay in serv-
ice while the bypass tunnel is under construction. Once
the bypass tunnel is nearly complete and water supply
augmentation and conservation measures are in place,
the existing tunnel will be taken out of service and
excavation will begin to connect the bypass tunnel 1o
structurally sound portions of the existing aqueduct.
This work is anticipated to happen late mn the vear
2022, Engineers expect it will take roughly five to
eizht months to connect the bypass tunnel. While the
Delaware Aqueduct is shut down, work crews will also
enter the aqueduct in Wawarsing to seal the small leaks
there, roughly 35 miles northwest of the bypass tunnel,

The project, which comprises the largest repair
effort in the 175-year history of New York City's
upstate water supply, will mark the first time that the

laware Aqueduct will be drained since 1958. In
2013, City employees installed new pumps inside a
shaft at the lowest point of the Delaware Aqueduct to
eventually dewater the tunnel. Those pumps will be
tested several times before the tunnel is drained in
2021. The nine pumps are capable of n:mmfin§ a max-
imum of 80 million gallons of water a day from the
tunnel - more than quadruple the capacity of the pumps
they replaced from the 1940s. The largest of the pum
are three vertical turbine pumps that each measure 23
feet tall and weigh 9 tons,

The bypass tunnel project is expected to create
nearly 200 jobs over the next eight years. In 2012, DEP
signed a project labor agreement (PLA) with the
Hudson Valley Building and Construction Trade
Council that ensured the vast majority of those jobs
would be filled by local workers. Also, the PLA 1s
expected to save the Clgﬂ gp to $23 million over the life
of the project. With 18 different local labor agreements
that could potentially apply to the project, the PLA pro-
vides for a unified approach to shifts and time off, and
the increased coordination under one agreement allows
for more cost-effective scheduling and increased flexi-

bility.
